Amish Country: Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, and New York 
	Where a place is compared to another place. Uses directional words (north, south, east, west, northeast, southwest, etc) as well as descriptive words (close to, far away from, to the right, to the left, next to, across, behind, etc)
	Describes a place’s exact location on Earth. It can be an address or latitude and longitude. No two places have the same absolute location. 
	Using natural resources like water, wood, oil, etc. 
	Building shelter and wearing clothing to protect them from the weather. We eat available food. 
	Clearning land, building, farming, polluting, changing animal’s habitats, using natural resources
	Made by nature: landforms, bodies of water, plants, animals, climate
